Remove front undertray using a T25, t30, and 13mm socket.

Using a 10mm, remove axle shielding on each side.
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Using a 16mm socket and 16mm wrench, remove upper mounting bolt
from end links.

Using a 16mm socket and 16mm wrench, remove lower bolt from
swaybar end link.
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Using a t25 and a 10mm socket, remove wheel well liner enough to
remove upper end link bolt.

Remove end links from vehicle.
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Using an 18mm socket, loosen two subframe bolts on each side. Do
not remove.

Using an m12 triple square, loosen subframe bolt on each side.
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Carefully lower subframe just enough to access swaybar.
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Using a 10mm, remove two bolts on heat shield on each side.
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Using the included grease packet, grease IE Swaybar bushings.

This photo was taken after swaybar was lifted into position. This
step should be done while swaybar is still outside of the vehicle.

Install greased bushings onto iE Swaybar on the outside of notches.
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If you are not installing IE Endlinks, skip to step 21.
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You will need to get an alignment

after install.
